Point Scholars are individuals who have continued to pursue their educational and
societal goals despite obstacles such as family rejection and loss of financial support. In
addition to financial need, they have also demonstrated academic excellence,
leadership skills and community involvement .

Mentoring and Leadership Training

Point matches Scholars with Mentors who are successful professionals in each Scholar’s
respective field of study. Point Mentors and Scholars work collaboratively to set goals
and objectives that build leadership skills through service to society. Point Scholars also
receive training in areas of leadership development, public speaking/media, financial
accountability, community service, advocacy and philanthropy.

Scholarships

On average, a Point Scholarship provides over $9,000 in direct financial support.
Supplemented with programs including leadership training and individual mentoring,
the average annual support for each Point Scholar exceeds $23,000 (excluding staff
salaries). Point Scholars sign a Contract of Excellence, agreeing to maintain at least a 3.3
GPA (B+) and to give back to the LGBT community each year through completion of an
individual service project.
